SAVED  BY  THE  BLOOD


“And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death” (Revelation 12:11).  That salvation from sin is by the blood of Jesus Christ is unquestionably the teaching of God’s word.  In addition to the above passage, listen to the following as well:


Our sins are washed away by the blood of Jesus:  “Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood” (Revelation 1:5).  This takes place initially when we are baptized:  “Arise, and be baptized, and wash away thy sins, calling on the name of the Lord” (Acts 22:16).  Afterwards, God cleanses us from sin when we confess them to him in prayer:  “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness” (1 John 1:9).  


We are redeemed from sin by the blood of Christ:  “In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins” (Colossians 1:14).  To redeem means to pay the price required for our freedom from sin (John 8:34-36).  And once redeemed by the Lord we become his people, “Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works” (Titus 2:14).  These people constitute “the church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood” (Acts 20:28).  Through baptism we enter the Lord’s church (1 Corinthians 12:13).

The blood of God’s Son was shed for the remission of our sins.  When the Lord took the cup he said, “For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins” (Matthew 26:28).  And once again, it is at baptism when this great spiritual transaction takes place:  “Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins” (Acts 2:38).

God empowers us with a clean conscience through the blood of Christ:  “How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?” (Hebrews 9:14).  Peter says, “Baptism doth also now save us (not the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God,) by the resurrection of Jesus Christ” (1 Peter 3:21).

Salvation cannot be enjoyed except by “the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot” (1 Peter 1:19).  We also see from God’s word that this blessing is found only in the church by those who have been baptized according to the teaching of his word.
